Ken  has  broad  knowledge  of  many 
 multihull  classes,  yours  included,  and  knows  how  to  tune  them  to  go  fast!  You  don’t  want  to  miss 
 this  one.

 -  9th  Hobie  18  Worlds  Italy 
 -  11th  Hobie  18  Worlds  Australia 
 -  2nd  Formula  18  North  Americans
